There is a need to control this E-waste and dispose it off properly. For this purpose, he laid stress on 4Rs i.e. Refuse, Reduce, Repair and Recycle. The discourse was followed by a question answer session in which Mr. Bipin Suman answered the various queries of the students and the teachers.
